Course Description: Designed for students with reading deficiencies in order to develop their basic reading skills. Major components include rate, comprehension, and vocabulary through techniques of skimming, scanning, and critical reading. Components include units on time management, principles of learning and memory, learning styles and concentration techniques, structural patterns of words and paragraphs, study/review strategies, note-taking techniques, and reading flexibility. Required for students whose ACT social science reading score is below 16 and whose standardized reading scores indicate marked reading deficiencies.

Objectives: By the end of this course, the student will be able to:

· Demonstrate improved scores between the Pre and Post testing on the Nelson Denny Reading Test. 

· Demonstrate ability to apply time management skills by preparing 14 weekly time management plans in which appropriate amounts of time as scheduled for sleep, eating, exercise, spiritual, social, classes, study, and laundry/room cleaning time 

· Define his learning style/study style/techniques. 

· Apply multiple preparatory/study techniques. 

· Demonstrate an increase use of structural analysis skills in vocabulary attack skills and paragraph analysis skills. 

· Demonstrate multiple reading/note-taking skills. 

· Present a word bank of 14 sets of words (20 words per set with definitions and sentence in which the word is properly applied) taken from material used throughout the week in this and other classes. 

· Apply skimming and scanning techniques in reading during in-class exercises. 

Required textbooks and supplemental materials to be purchased by student:

Methods of Assessment and Student Evaluation:

Pretest: Students will be pre-tested with the Nelson Denny Reading Test.?

On Going:

· Students will be observed for visual awareness (eyes open and alert), positive verbal participation in class discussions 

· Points earned for completion of assignments (in class and outside class), and attendance. 

· Periodic interviews with the instructor. 

· Student will submit their time management sheets on a weekly basis in printed form. 

· Students will submit their word bank sets (vocabulary words) on a daily basis through email. 

· Posttest: Students will be Pre/Post-tested with the Nelson Denny Reading Test. 

· 4 quizzes will be administered during the course. 

 
Student Evaluation:
Components &  Points Per Component

14 Time Management Plans @10 pts. Each = 140 

Participation @ 10 pts. Each = 320 pts.

30 Vocabulary Sets (20 words each) @ 20 pts. Each =600 pts.

4 Quizzes @ 50 pts each = 200 pts.

Nelson Denny Test of Reading Skills (improved score = pass.  The points earned from the Components listed above will determine the letter grade above “D.” Failure to earn improved score may result in failure of the class.

Cheating Policy:  In the event of cheating, the student(s) involved will receive a grade of zero for that assignment and the final grade will be reduced by one letter grade.

Attendance:  Required.  After 2 absences the Dean of Students will be notified.  After 4 absences a notice of intent to drop student from rolls will be sent to the Registrar.

Vocabulary words must be submitted through email

10% will be deducted for each item turned in late by the following class period.  After that time zero points will be awarded to that assignment.

 
Letter grades will be determined as follows:

A = 93% to 100% 

B = 85% to 92%

C = 78% to 84%

D = 70% to 78%

F = less than 69%
