Reflective essay - The reflective essay (3-4 typed, double-spaced pages) will be based on one of the course primary text readings (i.e. On Liberty, Communist Manifesto, Night, etc.).   More details will be given out in class.  This is not a research paper.

Contemporary European Nation Mini-Presentation – No more than 10 minutes, including some questions.  Nations will be assigned in class.

Provide an overview about population, economy, topography, political system and relations within the European system and with the United States.  Any statistics should be given with some comparison (i.e. "in comparison with the United States," or "the nation is approximately as large as California”).  You may choose other topics to focus on (national character, tourist destinations, etc.).  Just be sure that you understand these political/economic issues.  You must use accurate, up-to-date information.

History game – Each student will be assigned a role in one of the 3 history games.  All three of the games (“1792”, “1914”, and “1917”) deal with vital upheavals in European history.  More details and particular assignments will be given out in class.

The student will demonstrate the following competencies/be able to do the following:

Identify major personalities, events, and/or effects of the French Revolution.

Analyze the influence of major political and intellectual personalities during the Age of Enlightenment.

Identify major developments in transportation and communication that occurred during the Industrial Revolution.

Identify major inventions and discoveries of the Industrial Revolution.

Evaluate the effects of the Industrial Revolution on society.

Analyze the impact of socialism during the Industrial Revolution.

Identify major personalities and events in the development of the countries of central Europe (e.g. France, Germany) and the Balkans between 1850 and 1914).

Analyze the causes and/or effects of World War I.

Identify major personalities and events of World War I (including United States involvement).

Identify major causes, personalities, and events of the Russian Revolution.

Analyze causes and/or effects of economic depression (1920-1940).

Identify major personalities and events in the emergence of totalitarian dictatorship (e.g. Nazism, Fascism) after World War I.

Analyze the development of communism, Marxism, and/or socialism after World War I.

Analyze the causes and/or effects of World War II.

Identify major personalities and events associated with European recovery from World War II and/or the establishment of the United Nations.

Analyze the causes and/or effects of the spread of communism and the Cold War (1950-present).
